In Minnesota opioid-involved overdose deaths increased 43% from 2020 to 2022,
and the number of deaths has more than doubled since 2019. Native American
Minnesotans are dying at over nine times the rate as white Minnesotans, and

Black Minnesotans at over three times the rate.

A reporting system called
ODMAP (Overdose Detection Mapping) shows that the early months of the
pandemic brought an 18% increase nationwide in overdoses compared with
those same months in 2019. The trend has continued throughout 2020, according
to the American Medical Association, which reported in December that more
than 40 U.S. states have seen an increase in opioid-related mortality along with
ongoing concerns for those with substance use disorders.
